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Class act at NLN

Sheffield-based company act e-learning has won a major contract to create innovative, e​​–learning materials as part of Round 3 of the National Learning Network (NLN) Materials Development programme. 

act e-learning are a rapidly growing company who design and produce bespoke e-learning packages. Joyce Martin, Head of the NLN Materials Development and Implementation Team says “The commissioning and development of Round 3 has been highly competitive and although we are now working with some new partnerships it’s particularly good to have the opportunity to build on the successful relationships that we have previously developed with suppliers such as act e-learning.

“I hope the company enjoy the challenge of developing materials that extend creative approaches to learning and teaching and that will be used to enrich and enhance Further Education. That’s what this work is all about – helping tutors and students achieve their goals, in an innovative and interesting way”

The learning materials give tutors a flexible way of supporting classroom teaching and provide the students with a combination of tests and simulations, enabling them to revise, catch up or just consolidate their existing knowledge, whilst monitoring their own progress along the way. 

act e-learning will work with colleges and students around the UK to develop the learning materials for the NLN, which is due to be launched in July 2004. Other similar projects for different subjects, have already been completed by the company, and will be launched in July 2003.

In an industry that has in the past been viewed with mixed opinions, act e-learning are continuing to grow from strength to strength, showing that their innovative learning materials deliver the very best, most cost effective learning solutions in any environment.
